1. Choose a myth

a) choose a single Greek or Roman mythological story you enjoy.  

This story may be referred to in Percy Jackson and the Lightning Thief, your research assignment, other students’ work or any other kind of research you have done in the past.

b) This will be the plot of your book, and these characters will be your characters.  (You may like to change the time or setting for the story. For example you could set it in the 21st century or Australia )

2.  Write your myth in your own words.

a) read several versions of this story, then write it in your own words, using vocabulary appropriate for readers who are 12 and over.

b) show your understanding of several aspects of grammar:

· Sentence structure: simple, compound and complex sentences

· Punctuation: full stops, commas, question marks, exclamation marks, ellipsis, quotation marks, hyphens, dashes

· Interesting choices of verbs (eg instead of “went”, choose “slid”, “zipped”, “returned”, “leaped”, “clambered”, “strolled”, “lolloped”, “skittered” etc) 

· Interesting choices of adverbs (eg instead of “slowly”, choose “reluctantly”, “hesitantly”, “lethargically”, “apathetically”, “disjointedly”, “wearily” etc0

· Interesting choices of adjectives (eg instead of “bright”, choose “radiant”, “incandescent”, “luminous”, “shimmering”, “sparkling”, “glowing”, “gilded”, “illuminated”, “intense” etc)

· Use synonyms and antonyms
· Extension: make puns (word-play jokes) with homonyms; use phonetic spelling (written the way words sound) to create accents for your characters; use verbs to create active and passive voices (ie active verbs are “engulfed”, “chewed”, “struck”; passive verbs are “was engulfed”, “was chewed”, “was struck”)

c)  swap with a few friends and ask for their feedback on how well you are showing your understanding of grammar. Edit your spelling, vocabulary choices and be sure your story makes sense.


3.  Sketch a rough copy

a) staple together scrap paper or printer paper to create a book which is the size and layout you’d like to use. (this will be done in class)

b) write in/stick in the text you have written, choosing which lines of the story will go on which page.  Use PENCIL only

Extension: think about writing words or phrases through the image, curling the sentences around the illustration, or even using ‘book bling’ for the final part of a sentence.

c) Using PENCIL ONLY, sketch images, being sure you think about how you will use these things to show how much you know about images:

· Colour (you may lightly colour in the images you draw – remember, it’s only a draft!)

· Symbolism (something that stands for an idea)

· Proportion (how the size of things in your illustration shows power and emotion)

· Depth of field (how things in the foreground, midground and background combine to tell you something)

· Framing and vectors (things which direct your eyes and indicate movement or stillness)

· Medium (the meaning that comes from the things you make the image from)

· Extension: narrative perspective (the angle from which we see an image)

d)  Design a front cover for the book, an intriguing title, and add your name to the page.

e) swap with a few friends and ask for their feedback on how well you are showing your understanding of images.  Write on post-it notes how you would like to improve your book, and then make those changes in the final copy.   
AT THE SAME TIME AS YOU ARE WRITING YOUR DRAFT:

4.  Collect materials

a) make a list of the kinds of materials you think you will need. (eg cardboard, wrapping paper, ribbon, bubble wrap, foil, images from the web or magazines, paints, scissors, pencils etc.  You might like to use an old, spiral bound art book, removing other pages and only keeping the pages you need, for example.

b) If you can’t find something you’ really would like to use, ask friends if you can borrow theirs.  If you still can’t borrow it, try to think of another way to achieve the same effect using what you already have.  If you really can’t think of another option, ask your parents to buy a small amount of equipment for you … but be prepared to do a chore in exchange!

5.  Create your Picture Book!

a)  carefully draw/manipulate/stick images into your book and add the written text.  Include ‘book bling’ where you would like to, but this is optional.

b) bind your book; if you have not used an old art book, find a way to attach the pages which is appropriate to the content of the story, eg ribbon, stitching with yarn, staple to a piece of timber, leather thong etc.

c) hand in BOTH your finished book and your rough copy (containing your post-it notes) so we can see the way your ideas have developed.
