Part A: Creative Writing

Write a creative piece based on the work covered in the unit: The Rebel.  Your writing should be based on or include settings or characters from Catcher In The Rye. 

You may write either:
· A narrative
· A feature article
· A letter

In your piece you should explore a character’s first step towards a new expression of rebellion.

NB:
1. Submit your story at the beginning of the time slot at which your speech is scheduled.
2. If you are absent on the day of the task you are required to bring a medical certificate and then submit the piece on your first day back at school.
3. Documents are to be laid out as follows:
· Header: title of task, your name
· Font: Calibri; header/footer size 10; body of document size 12; headings/subheadings 14-18, select colour as you see fit
· Give your piece a title
· Include a small image under the title of your piece
· Spacing: 1.5
· Margins: 2cm on all sides
