PART B
Prepare a 2-3 minute speech for your teacher and class in which you reflect on:

1. Your response to the question you have chosen.

2. Your response to the book.

3. How reading the book has affected your response. 

4. The elements you have chosen to create your collage.

5. Why you have chosen these particular elements.
