Task Description


You will be allocated a 10-12 minute time slot in which to sit a short interview with a panel of teachers.  In this interview you will discuss your work in progress.  

You will be asked a series of questions concerning your Major Work and the processes you have undertaken in its development. You will be expected to restate your objectives and to reflect on the process, your successes and problems, your research and sources of inspiration.

You must bring your journal to the Viva Voce to provide evidence of the process and progress you describe.

NB: If you are away on the day or miss your allocated time, this will constitute a non-submission and standard procedures will follow.


You will be marked on your ability to:
· explain the nature of your investigation
· demonstrate progress through responses to questions and your journal
· reflect on your progress 
· express yourself in the context of a viva voce


Questions you may be asked:
Initial Stimulus and Selection

· In what ways did the Preliminary Advanced and/or Extension courses influence your Major Work?
· What motivated your choice of medium for your Major Work?
