SEED GERMINATION EXPERIMENT
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	A very effective way to grow your bean seeds is to use the following technique:

· Soak your seeds in water overnight (this is called imbibing them)

· Place a piece of paper towel into an A4 plastic sleeve

· Staple through the plastic sleeve in a line across the plastic sleeve

· Place SEVEN bean seeds into the plastic sleeve on top of the line of staples

· Gently dampen the paper towel

· Use a clip to hang the plastic sleeve up out of harm’s way

· Watch your seeds germinate!
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	Make sure you keep the paper towel moist but do NOT over water your seeds.
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	Observe your seeds on a daily basis, making clear labelled diagrams and writing down how the seeds change as they germinate.
