Adding an Embedded Video to your Blog

1) [image: image4..pict]Look for the Administrative Log-in for your blog.  Most often it is listed toward the bottom of the sidebar menu.  If you can’t find it as a link, you can always go to it via the browser’s Web address line.  After your blog’s main address, type /wp-admin and click Enter or the “go” icon.

2) Enter your username (usually your surname) and your password (usually “changeme” until you change it to one you will remember.

3) [image: image5..pict]You can add a video to any Post or Page.  Most often you will make a Post so that’s what we’ll do here.  From the administrative Dashboard, click on Write and then Post or look for a link on the Dashboard that says something like “Write a Post”.

4) [image: image6..pict]You can very simply add a video at this point, but of course, you need a video to add.  So, go to a video source like YouTube (http://youtube.com) and find a video you want students to view.  Remember, that they can watch it from your computer and a projector or from home, but not from school where it is blocked.

5) When you have found the video you want to show, copy its Web address:
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6) [image: image7..pict]Now return to your Weblog where you began a new Post.  Look for the correct video icon.  In most cases this will be YouTube. Click on the icon.  A new smaller window will open asking you for the URL (Web address) of the video.  

7) Paste the URL (either a right-mouse click ( Paste, or a “control-paste” or use the main Edit menu and then Paste) and click “OK”. If the window doesn’t open, your browser has been set to block pop-ups.  There will be a message at the top of the browser window.  Follow the instructions to allow pop-ups to work on this site.

8) A funny looking bit of code will now appear in your editing window for the Post.
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9) Before publishing your post, at least add a title in the field above the editing area.  Also, it’s much better if you use a Thinking Routine to focus students on looking perceptively at the video.  You can type anything you like either before or after the funny line of code for the video.

10) [image: image8..pict]When you have finished, click on Publish.  When the process has finished, you will get a message saying the post has been saved.  It’s a good idea to view the post now to make sure all is as you want it to be.
