Section 1 

Students will choose 1 question  from this section and you need to answer all four short answer questions within. 

Section2

Students will choose one of the essay questions and answer it in an essay format. Before starting this at least five minutes should be taken to do an essay plan on scrap paper, a good plan results in a more coherent essay.
