Writing

have studied in class, as well as some irregular verbs such as étre,
avoir, faire, aller etc. You also need to revise how to create the
negative form of verbs, ie ne...pas (not)
Writing
You will be asked to write short descriptions of people.
Additionally, you will also be given a letter to read in FRENCH and you

will be asked to respond to the letter. In this letter you need to be able
to describe yourself, your family, your pets and what you like to do.

Speaking

This section will involve translating a few simple sentences into French. You
will also be asked a few questions about yourself, to be answered in French.
